Warning: Look Before You Sign
A neighbor on 77t Place was approached by a company

called Power Home Remodeling Group offering to check her
roof. The representative came at night, and looked at the roof
with a flashlight, saying it needed to be replaced and giving an
“estimate” of $14,000, with a “discount” if she put a sign in her
yard.

Under a lot of pressure from the sales person, the neighbor
signed the contract and wrote a deposit check, at which point
the sales person said “Don’t cancel this.”

Upon checking the contract, the resident found there was no
contact number, address or email to cancel. Maryland law
stipulates that a contract can be canceled within three days.
The homeowner was finally able to cancel by sending a
registered letter to the headquarters in Pennsylvania, at some
personal expense.

Be aware that unscrupulous people do try to gain access to
your house, sometimes for crime, but other times to pressure
the resident into agreeing to unnecessary and overpriced work.
Get several estimates from respected and licensed
contractors, and don’t sign anything or be pressured into giving
a deposit. Check all contracts for the information on how to
cancel.

Businesses Closing:
Radio Shack on 77th Place is closing as part of a company-

wide restructuring. The company did not answer questions
about the timing or eventual usage of the building.

K-Mart in Greenbelt is closing in April. No special sales are
being announced at this time.




February Meeting Highlights:

The regular monthly meeting of the West Lanham Hills Citizens’ Association was held on Feb.
4, with three board members and nearly 20 attending.

Reports were heard from Officer Hammond on issues related to car and residential safety,
which sparked a discussion of the danger posed to pedestrians by the blind spot at Emerson
Place and Ellin Road, where many of our residents cross the street to the metro. Due to both
the hill that blocks the sight lines, and the speed of cars traveling, not to mention the many
parked cabs and buses around that location, pedestrians and those turning left into the
neighborhood are at special risk. Numerous requests to county and state road authorities have
had little effect. Officer Hammond promised to bring this to the attention of his team. It was
suggested that a mobile electronic sign could be used to alert drivers, however it seems there is
only one available, and it is allocated based on recent traffic fatalities.

Also reporting was Delegate Jimmy Tarlau on the new legislative session in Annapolis. A
discussion on the advisability of pursuing the Purple Line took place, with several people
contesting the value to the community, and to the region. While assertions have been made
that this will bring employment to the area, and some efforts are underway to measure
compliance with this, the big question mark is that such hiring depends on whether the local
workforce has the skills the contractors require.

Another point raised was that the Purple Line is planned for a route already well-served with
metro buses, trains, and other public transit, while numerous areas of the county have little or
no public transit. In public information hearings, planners stated that the time from endpoint to
endpoint would be approximately 1 hour, or the same time as the current transportation
structure provides. Mr. Tarlau responded, saying we would “lose the $900 million of federal
funds.” The new governor, Larry Hogan, has indicated opposition to the Purple Line. It remains
to be seen whether this will be pursued.

Another issue mentioned was the trash and litter around our community, both on our streets
and at key bus shelters or commercial locations. Residents who took their own money and
provided trash containers reported that Public Works removed the trash containers rather than
servicing them by picking up the trash inside.

President Gregg McNair mentioned that he serves on the MNCPPC citizen advisory board, and
wishes to know from residents what improvements they would like to see in our park, building,
facilities and services. If you would like to see improvements or changes to our park facilities or
additional services such as classes or other programs, please contact Mr. McNair.

Volunteers are needed to help plan and carry out the next Family Fun Day, scheduled for May
16.

The next monthly meeting is Wednesday, March 4 at 8 p.m. at the Park Building.

A reunion mensual ordinaria de la Asociacion Ciudadana West Lanham Hills se llevé a
cabo el 4 de febrero, con tres miembros de la Junta y casi 20 asistentes.

Se escucharon informes de Hammond oficial sobre cuestiones relacionadas con el
coche y seguridad residencial, que desato un debate sobre el peligro que plantea a los
peatones por el punto ciego en el lugar de Emerson y Ellin Road , donde muchos de
nuestros residentes cruzan la calle hacia el metro.
